Had | been there at the time I'm sure | would have
beenvery ________ (78), but when | first heard | just thought
that her arm was probably a bit mangled. | didn't realise she'd
actually lost it." Both mother and daughter are remarkably cool
and sanguine about the attack. Cheri tells me that she was told
by Bethany's friend that not only did her daughter not

"I think we better go in because I've been attacked by a shark."

Although Bethany has made _______ (20) progress, Cheri
thinks it would be unreasonable to expect her to become a world
champion surfer now.
